Day 4: Create “Error Correction Notes”
This is one of the main secret’s toppers use.
Error Correction Notes = A small notebook where you write only your mistakes and their correct 
version.
For every mistake, write:
	 1.	 Question number & topic
	 2.	 What you wrote (short)
	 3.	 Correct approach/answer
	 4.	 Type of mistake (A/B/C)
	 5.	 One line takeaway – “Next time I will…”

Example entry:
	 •	 Q. 5 – Math, Trigonometry

	 •	 Type: A (Concept mistake)

You’ll revise this notebook many times. This is where real improvement comes from.

Days 5–7: Revise Weak Areas + Targeted Questions
These 3 days are about focused improvement, not random studying.

1.	 Find your weak areas
		  From your test and Error Correction Notes, list:
		  •	 Chapters where you lost most marks
		  •	 Question types you fear (case-based, assertion-reason, long answer, diagrams, etc.)
		  •	 Types of mistakes (concept, silly, presentation)

2.	 Apply the 60/40 Revision Rule (Step 3 – explained later)
		  On Days 5–7, follow this pattern daily:
		  •	 60% time — Weak chapters & topics
		  •	 40% time — Strong chapters (quick revision + some questions)

3.	 Do targeted practice, not random
		  •	 Re-do all questions you got wrong
		  •	 Solve a few similar questions from:
			   o	 Your textbook
			   o	 MTG books
			   o	 Class notes/assignments
	 •	 Practice answer-writing for at least 2–3 long answers daily

Day 8: Take the Next Test
You’re now ready for the next CSDS test.
	 •	 Treat it as a fresh exam, not “just another test”
	 •	 Apply:
		  o	 The 5-Minute Scan Technique (Step 5)
		  o	 The Speed Strategy – 3 Blocks (Step 6)
		  o	 The Answer-Writing Formula (Step 4)
		  Then the 8-Day Master Routine repeats for the next gap.

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STEP 2:
Track 3 Types of Mistakes

Toppers don’t say “I made mistakes”. They know exactly what kind of mistakes they made.

We will track 3 types:

   Type A — Concept Mistakes

   Type B — Silly Mistakes

   Type C — Presentation/Format Mistakes

Type A — Concept Mistakes
These happen when you don’t fully understand the concept or formula.

Examples:
	 •	 Using wrong formula
	 •	 Misunderstanding a theory concept
	 •	 Confusing definitions
	 •	 Getting MCQs wrong because you didn’t know the fact

What to do:
	 •	 Re-study the concept from:
		  o  NCERT / class notes / MTG book
	 •	 Solve 5–10 questions only on that concept
	 •	 Add it to your Error Correction Notes
	 •	 Mark it as “Concept Weak – Needs Revision”

Type B — Silly Mistakes
You knew the concept but made avoidable errors.

Examples:
	 •	 Calculation mistake
	 •	 Sign error (+/–)

Use Template 7
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	 •	 Copying wrong values
	 •	 Misreading the question (4 marks vs 6 marks)
	 •	 Skipping a sub-part

What to do:
	 •	 Slow down for a few seconds on key steps
	 •	 Underline values in the question
	 •	 Double-check final calculations
	 •	 Use margin ticks 3 for completed sub-parts
	 •	 Review the last 5–10 minutes of the paper for silly errors

Type C — Presentation/Format Mistakes
You knew the answer, but didn’t present it as CBSE expects.

Examples:
	 •	 Missing headings, subheadings or key terms
	 •	 No diagram / wrong diagram labelling
	 •	 Long, messy paragraphs instead of points
	 •	 Poor handwriting, overwriting, untidy cutting
	 •	 Not following “Intro–Explanation–Example–Conclusion” (you’ll learn this in Step 4)

What to do:
	 •	 Practice writing model answers
	 •	 Copy one perfect answer from solution every day
	 •	 Use bullet points and clear structure
	 •	 Underline important keywords
	 •	 Leave proper spacing and margins

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STEP 3:
The 60/40 Revision Rule

Toppers don’t ignore strong chapters. They maintain them.

That’s why we use:
	 •	 60% of your study time — Weak Areas
	 •	 40% of your study time — Strong Chapters
This keeps weak topics improving without letting strong topics fade.

How to Use 60/40 Daily
Let’s say you study 3 hours a day for this subject:
	 •	 1 hour 48 min (≈110 mins) — Weak areas
	 •	 1 hour 12 min (≈70 mins) — Strong chapters

What to do in each block:

60% Block – Weak Areas
	 •	 Re-learn concepts you got wrong in the test
	 •	 Solve targeted questions
	 •	 Write short notes or formula sheets
	 •	 Practice at least 1–2 long answers from weak chapters

40% Block – Strong Chapters
	 •	 Do quick revision from notes
	 •	 Solve 3–5 questions to keep them fresh
	 •	 Time yourself for speed & accuracy

PRO
TIP Write “W” and “S” on your daily plan:

•  W = Weak topic session		 •  S = Strong topic session

This way, you visually see whether you are following the rule.

CBSE Answer-Writing Formula

CBSE examiners look for clarity, structure & key terms.
Use this simple formula for every 3-mark and 5/6-mark question:

Intro Explanation Diagram Example Conclusion

Intro
	 •	 1–2 lines that directly address the question
	 •	 Use the key term from the question in your first line
	Example (Science – Reflection):
“Reflection of light is the phenomenon in which light rays bounce back after striking a surface, 
such as a plane mirror.”

Explanation
	 •	 3–5 lines (or points) explaining the concept/steps/reason
	 •	 Use bullet points for clarity
	 •	 Bring in important keywords

Diagram (if applicable)
	 •	 Draw a clean, labelled diagram
	 •	 Use a pencil, scale and straight lines
	 •	 Label properly on the right side
	 •	 Don’t overcrowd the diagram

Example
	 •	 Give one relevant example (real-life or numerical)
	 •	 This shows application of the concept

Conclusion
	 •	 1 line that wraps up the answer

Use Template 8
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	 •	 It can be:
		  o	 A summary statement
		  o	 A final result
		  o	 A key takeaway
Example (History):
“Therefore, the Non-Cooperation Movement played a crucial role in transforming the freedom 
struggle into a mass movement.”

Practice Template

	 •	 Did I write an Intro?
	 •	 Did I give a clear Explanation?
	 •	 Did I add a Diagram where needed?

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STEP 5:
The 5-Minute Scan Technique

Most students start writing as soon as they see the paper.
Toppers don’t.
They spend the first 5 minutes scanning the paper.

How to Do the 5-Minute Scan

	 1.	 Quickly flip through all pages.
	 2.	 Mark each question with:
		  E – Easy
		  M – Moderate
		  H – Hard/Time-taking
		  (Just put a small E/M/H next to the question number.)
	 3.	 Plan the order:
		  •	 Attempt E (easy) questions first
		  •	 Then M (moderate)
		  •	 Keep H (hard) ones for later

Why It Works

	 •	 You collect sure-shot marks early
	 •	 You feel more confident after finishing the easy questions
	 •	 You avoid getting stuck on one hard question and running out of time
	Use this technique in every CSDS test so it becomes a habit before boards.

			   •	 Question numbers
			   •	 Calculations

		  (ii)	Fix silly mistakes if you catch them

STEP 7:
Use Keyword Boosters

CBSE questions often start with command words.
These words tell you what kind of answer the examiner expects – short or detailed, factual or 
opinion-based, comparison or explanation.
If you understand these words, you’ll:
	 1.	 Write answers in the right format
	 2.	 Avoid writing too little or too much
	 3.	 Match the examiner’s marking scheme more closely
The most important command words you’ll see are:

DifferentiateExplain Evaluate Justify

Let’s understand each one properly.

1. Explain
What the examiner wants:
They want you to make an idea clear – not just give a definition. You should show what it is, how 
it works, and why it happens (if needed).

What to do:
	 1.	 Start with a clear definition or main idea
	 2.	 Add 2–3 lines or points that describe the process / reason / working
	 3.	 If it’s a process (like photosynthesis, digestion, electric current, etc.), write the steps in order
	 4.	 If needed, give a simple example to make it clearer

Basic structure for “Explain” answers:
	 1.	 Definition / main statement
	 2.	 Description / steps / reasons
	 3.	 Example / application (if relevant)

Example question:
“Explain the process of photosynthesis.”
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Your answer should include:
	 1.	 What photosynthesis is (definition)
	 2.	 Where it happens (chloroplasts in green plants)
	 3.	 What is needed (sunlight, CO2, water, chlorophyll)
	 4.	 Simple steps of the process
	 5.	 Why it is important (gives food and oxygen)

Common mistake:
Writing only the definition. That’s not enough for “Explain”.

2. Differentiate
What the examiner wants:
They want you to show the differences clearly between two things (concepts, processes, organ-
isms, types, etc.).

What to do:
	 •	 Make a neat 2-column table
	 •	 Heading of the left: First term
	 •	 Heading of the right: Second term
	 •	 Write at least 3–4 points of difference
	 •	 Keep each point short, sharp and focused on one aspect (definition, use, property, effect, 

etc.)

Basic structure for “Differentiate” answers:
	Draw a table like:

Basis Term 1 Term 2

Point 1 Difference 1 Difference 1

Point 2 Difference 2 Difference 2

Example question:
“Differentiate between AC and DC.”

Your table might compare:
	 •	 Direction of current			   •  Source
	 •	 Use						      •  Graph nature, etc.

Common mistake:
Writing in paragraph form.
For “Differentiate”, table form is clearer and usually scores better.
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3. Evaluate
What the examiner wants:
They want your judgement about something – how good or bad it is, how effective it is, or what its 
impact is. You must show that you can think, not just remember.

What to do:
	 1.	 First, state what you’re evaluating
	 2.	 Then, give both sides:
		  o	 Advantages / strengths / positive impacts
		  o	 Disadvantages / weaknesses / negative impacts
	 3.	 Finally, give a balanced conclusion – not extreme, but fair

Basic structure for “Evaluate” answers:
	 1.	 Introduction – what is it?
	 2.	 Pros / advantages / good points
	 3.	 Cons / disadvantages / limitations
	 4.	 Conclusion – short, balanced judgement

Example question:
“Evaluate the impact of industrialization on the environment.”

Your answer could include:
	 1.	 Intro: What industrialization is
	 2.	 Pros: Growth, jobs, development
	 3.	 Cons: Pollution, resource depletion, climate issues
	 4.	 Conclusion: Useful but must be controlled using sustainable practices

Common mistake:
Writing only advantages or only disadvantages.
For “Evaluate”, you must show both sides and then conclude.

4. Justify
What the examiner wants:
They give you a statement and expect you to prove that it is true using facts, logic, or examples.
Think of it like:
“The statement is in the question. You must give strong reasons to support it.”
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What to do:
	 1.	 First, restate or accept the statement
	 2.	 Then, give 2–4 strong reasons or facts that support it
	 3.	 Use examples, data, or logical explanation
	 4.	 End by linking your reasons back to the statement

Basic structure for “Justify” answers:
	 1.	 Accept the statement
	 2.	 Give reasons (in points)
	 3.	 Short final line linking back to the statement

Example question:
“Justify: Coal is an exhaustible resource.”

Your reasons might include:
	 1.	 Coal is formed over millions of years
	 2.	 It exists in limited quantity in the earth
	 3.	 Human use is much faster than its formation
	 4.	 Once used, it cannot be quickly replaced

Common mistake:
Simply repeating the statement in different words.
For “Justify”, you must give supporting reasons, not just rephrasing.

Extra Tip: How to Quickly Use Keyword Boosters in the Exam
	 1.	 Underline the command word (Explain / Differentiate / Evaluate / Justify) in the question 

paper (if allowed).
	 2.	 As soon as you see it, mentally recall:
		  o	 Explain			   Define + Describe + Reason/Steps
		  o	 Differentiate		  Table + 3–4 clear points
		  o	 Evaluate			   Pros + Cons + Conclusion
		  o	 Justify			   Statement + 2–4 Reasons + Link back
	 3.	 Before writing, quickly plan your answer in your mind or rough space:
		  o	 How many points?
		  o	 Any example or diagram needed?
	 4.	 Then write the answer in a clean, structured way.
		  If you master these keyword boosters, you’ll automatically start writing answers in the exact 

format examiners want – which means higher marks without extra study.
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STEP 8:
Retain Long Answers – The 3R Method

Long answers scare many students because they forget content.
Use the 3R Method:

Read	 Recall	 Reinforce
3R

Read
	 1.	 Read the long answer from your:
		  o	 NCERT / textbook
		  o	 MTG solution / notes
	 2.	 Understand the meaning, not just words
	 3.	 Notice:
		  o	 Headings				    o   Keywords			  o   Flow of points

Recall
	 1.	 Close the book
	 2.	 Try to write or speak the answer from memory
	 3.	 Don’t worry if it’s not perfect
	 4.	 Check:
		  o	 How many points can you remember?
		  o	 Which parts did you miss?

Reinforce
	 •	 Re-open the book/notes
	 •	 Compare with the original
	 •	 Highlight keywords
	 •	 Add missed points in a short bullet list
	 •	 Repeat the same answer the next day in 1–2 lines per point
If you do this 3R cycle 2–3 times for an answer, you’ll retain it for a long time.

Reduce Distractions

		  •	 Avoid switching between subjects unnecessarily
		  •	 Use short, focused sessions (25–40 minutes)
